EPCHS Extended Day program

What is the Extended Day Program?
The extended day program is an after school tutoring program staffed by teachers and paraprofessionals to help students pass their
classes and earn credits needed for graduation. Program staff will track grades of participating students and provide help based on
each individual student’s needs. Staff will work with students to reinforce lessons taught in the classroom. The focus will be to help
students complete homework, catch up on missing/late work, and/or study for upcoming tests/ quizzes.

When is the Extended Day Program?
The extended day program will begin in the week of October 3, 2011 and run through May 10, 2012. The program will be after
school from 3:00-4:00 PM. Students can choose between two sessions: Monday and Wednesday or Tuesday and Thursday.

What About Transportation?
Bus transportation will be provided. Busses will leave the high school at 4:05 pm.

Who is Eligible to Participate?
Any student who meets one requirement below is eligible to participate:
e Has 3 or more D’s or F's on a mid-term or report card.
e Absent more than 7 days in a 9-week grading period.
e Suspended for 5 or more days in a grading period.
e MAP score in math below 219
e  MAP score in Reading below 219
